Signing of a Memorandum of Understanding

On Thursday February 2nd 2023
the signing of a Memorandum of
Understanding held between IBC and
Amman Chamber of Commerce, which
took place in the offices of Amman
Chamber of Commerce / Shmesani,
was published in a number of official
daily newspapers, news and electronic
websites. The signing ceremony
was attended by IBC President , Dr.
Majid Al-Sadi, IBC Vice President &
Secretary-General, Dr. Saad Naiji, IBC
Vice President , Mr. Nazar Awiji, IBC
Board member, Mr. Mekki Al-Faiz,
representative of IBC Board member,
Mr. Khalil Al-Bunniya, and IBC members;
Mr. Faris Al-Safi, Mr. Muhammad
Shanshal, Mr. Abdul Rahman Abu Teir
and IBC CEO.

On Amman Chamber of Commerce
part, the ceremony was attended by
the Chamber’s President, Mr. Khalil Al-

Haj Tawfiq, Vice-Presidents and Board
members. The ceremony was also
attended by Iraqgi and Jordanian media
platforms. The MOU aims at enhancing
means of cooperation and organizing
joint activities with  Amman Chamber
of Commerce to serve and expand the
horizons between the Jordanian and
Iragi business communities. Also, IBC
was awarded the Chamber’s Shield

of Honor by Amman Chamber of
Commerce.
The media agencies published the
following:

The President of Amman Chamber of
Commerce, Mr. Khailil Al-Haj Tawfiq,
called for building integrated economic
unit with Irag in order to be partners
in trade and investment. During the
meeting that took place in Amman on
Thursday February 2nd 2023 between
the Chamber’s Board of Directors

and IBC, Mr. Khalil Al-Haj Tawfiq said
that the trade and service sector is
keen on opening joint channels of
communications with the Iraqgi private
sector. He pointed out that the
meeting comes at an appropriate time,
considering the visit of a Jordanian trade
delegation to Irag’s capital Baghdad,
scheduled to take place next week,
and organization of the Jordanian —
Iragi Business Forum to promote trade
and investment partnerships between
the two countries. He further pointed
out that the delegation is considered
one of the largest delegations visiting
Baghdad, which reflects the volume
of Jordan’s interest in building solid
economic relations with Iraq, stressing
that the visit is very significant in order
to follow up the efforts exerted by His
Majesty King Abdullah Il and the Iraqi
leadership at various levels.

The Chamber's President was
quoted as saying “We look forward
to establishing a new page of trade
relations between the two countries
to achieve common interests”. He
expressed his hope that the Jordanian
and lraqi economic relations will witness
further progress and translate this fact
into reality to increase trade exchange
and establish joint investment. He
referred to an initiative to be launched
by Amman Chamber of Commerce
during the Business Forum to establish
the “Iraqi Trade Centre” in Amman to be
temporarily located in Amman Chamber
of Commerce, in addition to a “Jordanian
Trade Centre” in Baghdad in partnership
with IBC, to provide database on the
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trade opportunities available in Irag and
the Kingdom. He pointed out that the
trade and service sector seek to open
communication channels with various
Iraqi institutions of the private sector,
indicating that IBC is a major partner of
Amman Chamber of Commerce, and
that “it is ready to follow up issues of
interest to Iraqi investors with various
parties”. Mr. Al-Haj Tawfiq indicated that
the Jordanian private sector is keen to
make 2023 as year of Jordanian-lraqi
cooperation, since that the Kingdom
today has accomplished many reform
steps in the economic field, foremost of
which the economic modernization and
the approval of investment environment
law. For his part, IBC President , Dr.
Al-Sadi, confirmed the existence of a
great historic opportunity to expand the
economic relations of Jordan and Iraq
backed by political support extended
by the leaderships of the two countries.
He also indicated that Iraq is currently
working on launching the reconstruction
process in light of the availability of

financial surpluses estimated by 100
billion Dollars, in addition to preparing the
current year budget with a value of 140
billion Dollars, which will be approved
soon, stressing the existence of large
Iragi products that can be exported
to Jordan, especially foodstuffs. He
further affirmed that the Iragi market
today needs to implement many jobs
on its infrastructure, including building 5
million residential units and 10 thousand
schools, pointing to the availability of
investment facilities provided by Iraq
to business owners and investors, this
represents a strong opportunity for the
Jordanian private sector to open up to
the Iragi market. Dr. Al-Sadi pointed
out that there are great opportunities
in the transport, logistics, industry
and agricultural sectors, stressing the
need to revive the Jordanian — Iraqi
Land Transport Company, giving the
private sector a large share of it. He
further indicated that Iraq cherishes
his Arab and lIslamic origins and is
keen on returning to the Arab embrace,

especially in light of the state of stability
and security that he enjoys. He called
on the Jordanian companies to increase
their exports to Iraq and benefit from his
large and open market, in addition to
finding industrial partnerships that meet
the needs of both countries, along with
the continuity of the flow of commodities
and sustainability of supply chains. He
also pointed out the opportunity for the
Jordanian banks to expand their activity
in the Iragi market and benefit from their
expertise in the banking field, facilitate
trade and open credits.

Dr. Al-Sadi also stressed that IBC is
keen on expanding the frameworks
of cooperation and coordination with
Amman Chamber of Commerce, which
will reflect on the on the economic
relations of the two countries and
enhancing the trade and investment
partnerships, expressing his hope
that the visit of the trade delegation to
Baghdad scheduled to take place next
week would be the beginning of shifting
the relations between the two countries
to new levels.

On the sidelines of the meeting, a
Memorandum of Understanding was
signed to enhance the concept of
partnership, facilitate and develop the
process of cooperation between them
in the economic fields in general, trade
and services in particular.

Itis noteworthy that the volume of Jordan
and lraq trade exchange increased
during 11 months of last year to reach
about 707 million Dinars compared to
415 million Dinars for the same period
of 2021.

It is worth mentioning that the number of
Iraqi partners registered at the Amman
Chamber of Commerce is 1490 partner
in various trade and services sectors,
with a registered capital of 134 million
Dinars.

The Implementation of the Results of the Visit of the
Parliamentary Delegation to Baghdad

On Monday February 6th, 2023, a
meeting held at the headquarters of
the Jordanian Parliament, which was
attended of IBC President , Dr. Majid
Al Sadi, IBC Vice President and
Secretary-General, Dr. Saad Naji, IBC
Board members; Mr. Mekki Al-Faiz,
Dr. Osama Al-Quraishi, IBC CEO Mrs
Abeer Al-Naib, Speaker of the Jordanian
Parliament, Mr. Ahmed Al-Safadi and
Head of the Coordinating Committee,
Representative Dr. Kheir Abu Saelik.

SpeakeroftheHouse of Representatives,
Mr. Ahmed Al-Safadi, stressed the need
to exert all efforts to enhance joint action
between Jordan and Iraq as one of the
goals that translate the results of the
tripartite Jordanian — Iragi — Egyptian
Summits, and the Second “Baghdad for
Cooperation & Partnership” Conference,
all of which received constant attention
and support of His Majesty King
Abdullah II.

This came when Mr. Al-Safadi attended
today, Monday, side of the meeting
of the Coordinating Committee for
following up the implementation of the
results of the visit of the Parliamentary
delegation to Baghdad in the presence
of the Head of Coordinating Committee,
Representative Dr. Kheir Abu Saelik
and IBC President , Dr. Majid Al-Sadi.
Mr. Al-Safadi said that the House
of Representatives is keen on
overcoming all obstacles facing the
mutual investment file, and providing
all aspects of support to enhance joint
cooperation between the two countries,
stressing the importance of translating

s

brotherly relations on the ground in
a way to achieve the interests of the
people of Jordan and Iraq. He further
stressed the importance of the role of
the private sector in the Iragi — Jordanian
partnership projects, stressing the need
to support Iraqi investors in Jordan and
eliminate all obstacles facing them.

For his part, Mr. Abu Saelik affirmed
Jordan’s keenness, under the leadership
of His Majesty King Abdullah II, on the
security and stability of Iraq, supporting
the political process and building on the
outcomes of Baghdad Conference for
Cooperation and Partnership (2).

He lauded IBC role in terms of
investment and finding means that work
on promoting and developing economic,
investment and trade cooperation
between Iraq and Jordan, noting that
it monitored some obstacles that
encounter investors in both countries,
stressing that work is underway as to

overcoming such obstacles.

For his part, Dr. Al-Sadi affirmed
keenness of the Iraqgi Business Council
to maintain joint coordination and
cooperation to overcome obstacles
facing investment in the two countries,
indicating that IBC will join the Jordanian
delegation heading to Baghdad
and highlight positive aspects and
investment opportunities in Jordan.

The meeting was attended by Jordan
representatives; Engineer Haitham
Zeyadeen, Engineer Yazan Shdefat,
Advocate Dina Al-Basheer, Mr. Andre
Hawwari, Dr. Abdul Raheem Maayteh.
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IBC Participates in the Activities of
The Joint Jordanian — Iraqi Business Forum

The Iragi Business Council participated
in the launching of the activities of joint
Jordanian — Iraqi Business Forum under
the title “Partnership for Investment’,
which was launched on Wednesday
February 8th 2023 in the capital Baghdad
in the presence and participation of
Jordan Minister of Industry, Trade &
Supply, Mr. Yousif Al-Shaamali, and the
Iragi Minister of Industry & Minerals,
Dr. Khalid Bettal. IBC President and
members participated in the activities of
the Forum in the presence of members
of the Iragi Parliament, Presidents and
representatives of the Chambers of
Trade and Industry of the two countries,
a large crowd of businessmen and
investors, IBC CEO and staff.

The Forumwas chaired by IBC President
, Dr. Majid Al-Sadi, where he discussed
with the Jordanian and Iraqi Presidents
of the Chambers of Commerce and
Industry and Business Councils in
Jordan and Iraq issues on the role of the
private sector to boost trade relations
between Iraq and Jordan. The Forum
also included bilateral meetings among
businessmen, followed by dinner
banquet, during which IBC President
presented the Ministers, the Iragi and
Jordanian Heads of the Chambers of
Commerce and Industry and Presidents
of the Business Councils with the
“Shields of Economic Excellence” on
behalf of the Iragi Business Council.

During the joint Iraqi — Jordanian
Business Forum, Jordan Trade Minister,
Mr. Yousif Al-Shamali, stated to the Iraqi
News Agency (INA) that “Iraq and Jordan

are proceeding with the procedures of
the Industrial City, as works of the Joint
City between the two countries have
been completed,” indicating that the
“volume of trade exchange between the
two countries amounted to one billion
Dollars.”

For his part, Head of the Iragi Private
Banks Association, Mr. Wadie Al-
Handhal, confirmed to (INA) that “Jordan
was one among the first partners who
had opened its doors to the Iraqi private
sector after 2003, which reflected on the
increase of trade exchange between
the two countries.” Mr. Handhal further
added that “Jordan is advanced in many
fields, especially the banking industry”,
indicating that “the idea of establishing
new industrial cities relying on several
factors such as feasibility studies,

manufactured product, Customs
protection, tax facilities and funding
sources”, clarifying that “these factors
are capable of establishing prosperous
industrial cities.”

In turn, the Advisor of the Iragi Business
Council in Jordan, Mr. Muhammad
Jawad Al-Juboury, indicated to (INA)
that “the idea of establishing industrial
cities between Irag and Jordan was
proposed to Amman Chamber of
Commerce eight years ago and aimed
at establishing industrial cities on the
Jordanian — lraqgi borders within the
Jordanian territories.” He also clarified
that “the file of establishing industrial
cities on the borders is abiding, and we
seek to come up with positive results
serving the two countries.”

In his speech to (INA), Board member of
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Amman Chamber of Industry, Mr. Ehab
Qadiri, said that “Jordan prides itself
with Iraqgi investments, which are the
most prominent investments in volume
and value,” noting that “Jordan is one
of the countries suitable for attracting
investments in all world countries,
including Iraq.”

Mr. Qadiri further added that “Jordan
includes raw materials and workforce,
in addition to strong banking and
financial institutions extending outside
the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan,
as well as the strategic location the
country enjoys”, pointing out that “the
free trade agreements concluded with
the Kingdom reach about one and a half
billion consumers around the world.”
Mr. Qadiri stressed the need “to
develop the level of economic relations
between Irag and Jordan, especially
that the two countries maintain
distinguished relations at the levels of
senior executives, governments and
peoples,” calling to ‘“increasing the
level of economic relations, especially
since there is a Free Trade Agreement
that was concluded between the two
countries in 2009.”

In addition, Jordanian businessman,
Mr. Wael Saleh Shgerat, confirmed
to (INA) that “the Iragi and Jordanian
governments seek to establish the
Industrial City and equip it quickly,”
indicating that “the main objective of the
meeting that took place between the
two sides was to find harmony between
the Iragi and Jordanian tradesmen and
increase the volume of trade exchange
between the two countries.”

Mr. Shgerqt further added that “Jordanian
tradesmen and industrialists aspire to
implement the outputs of the agreements
concluded between the two countries,”
pointing out that “the recent distinguished
cooperation between the two countries
aims to make all agreements prosper.”

Earlier, the Iragi Ministry of Industry &
Minerals announced the completion of
the procedures of the Economic City
between Iraq and Jordan, noting that
(USID) conducted comprehensive study
on the project.

The Industry media platform of (INA)
said that “all procedures relating to
establishing Economic City between
Iragi and Jordan have been completed
and a that land has been allocated to
the Industrial Cities Authority,” indicating
that the American (USID) has prepared
a study to acknowledge the feasibility of
the project to be able to announce it as
investment opportunities.”

He also added that “the objective is to
establish a joint development zone that
includes an industrial city and a free and
logistical zone to activate and develop
joint Arab economic cooperation through
attracting capitals and investments,
provide job opportunities, in addition to
activating the role of the accompanying
sectors such as (transportation
and services sectors), and that this
development zone be supported by the

Iragi and Jordanian governments to
promote this city in the interest of the
Iragi and Jordanian peoples.

He continued by saying that “the
goods manufactured in this zone will
be of different origins to facilitate their
entry to the Iragi market and further re-
exportation to international markets by
benefiting from the trade agreements
existing between Iraq and Jordan, in
addition to benefitting from the Rules of
Origin Simplification Agreement.”

Dr. Saad Naiji welcomed the guests and
gaveabriefoverview ofthe IragiBusiness
Council and its role in strengthening
economic cooperation.  Further, IBC
members presented an overview on
their companies and sectors. For his
part, the Executive Vice President, Mr.
Nadeem Abwat, expressed keenness
of the Capital Bank Group and the Iraqi
Ahli Bank to provide banking services
and facilities to IBC members, reviewing
the Group’s achievements such as
increasing the customer base, capital
and number of branches, totalling to 24
branches, with the 11 branches under
construction. The Iragi Ahli Bank, where
Capital Bank Group owns a share of
62%, obtained a licence to open a
branch in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

During the meeting, Mr. Saad Naji and
IBC members discussed a number of
obstacles facing the financial sector in
Iraq including; procedures of financial
remittances for sold residential and
commercial properties issued from Iraq
to Jordan, delayed receipt of financial
remittances by beneficiaries issued by
the platform of the Iragi Central Bank
according to the resolutions of the Iraqi
Prime Ministry recently applied. The
Managing Director, Mr. Ayman Abu
Duhaim, expressed readiness of the
Iragi Ahli Bank to facilitate procedures
of remittances issued to beneficiaries
outside Iraqg, opening of letters of credit
and letters of guarantee.

On behalf of HE the Jordanian Prime
Minister, Dr. Bishr Al-Khasawneh, the
Minister of Industry, Trade & Supply
and Minister of Labor, Mr. Yousif Al-
Shemali, inaugurated the Jordanian —
Iraqi Business Forum, with the aim of
taking relations of the two countries to
new horizons and stages of activity and
common benefits.

The Iraqgi Business Council (IBC)
organized the Forum, in which
government officials, business owners
and companies from both countries
participated, under the slogan “Building
Bridges of Common Prosperity”.

Mr. Al-Shemali affirmed the solidity
of bilateral relations between the two
countries and the endeavors exerted
to develop these relations in various
fields, especially the economic relations,
to translate the visions and directives
of His Majesty King Abdullah Il and the
Iraqgi leadership to maximize benefiting
from available opportunities and work on

achieving integration in several sectors.

Mr. Al-Shemali further said that economic
challenges still cast a heavy shadow
on countries’ economies and their
societies, making the economic issue
the most prominent aspect of relations
between these countries considering
the repercussions of major global
events such as Covid-19 Pandemic, the
disruption of global supply networks due
to the continuous changes in energy
prices, production and transportation
costs, and global political turmoil.

He pointed out that the foundation
on which these ties are based has a
strategic origin due to the common
interests, geographical location and long

history of ties and connections.

He added; “the growth of economic ties
between Iraq and Jordan constitutes a
prominent aspect of strong relations, and
that Jordan and Iraq have achieved a lot
in the context of bilateral cooperation to
confront these challenges, as the volume
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of trade exchange increased from $580
million in 2021 to $900 million last year,
and the volume of Iragi investments in
Jordan reached a figure of about $32
billion”.

Mr. Al-Shemali further said; “We are
proceeding on the path of developing
this cooperation, an example of which is
the Joint Economic City between Jordan
and Iraq, implementation of which has
already begun, which will enhance trade
exchange, stimulate joint investments
and benefit from tax exemptions and
advantages offered by the Free Trade
Agreements that the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan concluded with many countries,
either bilaterally or multilaterally, which
allows the products of this city to reach
more than billion consumers without
any technical or customs restrictions,
including markets of the two neighboring
countries.”

He also pointed out that meetings of
the twenty-nineth session of the joint
Jordanian — Iragi Committee that were
held in the Iragi Capital “Baghdad” last
February, during which practical solutions
were reached to many challenges to
consolidate strategic relations between
the two countries.

In turn, the Minister of Investment,
Mrs. Khuloud Al-Saqgaf, stressed
the importance of strengthening the
Jordanian - Iraq partnership and
enabling it in various fields, especially
the economic and investment fields,
and translating it into a reality serving
the interests of both countries, given the
strong relations, geographical proximity
and agreements concluded between
the two sides, which contribute to the
establishment of fruitful partnerships in
all fields.

Economic

Minister

Al-Saqqaf said that Iraqi
investments in the Kingdom contributed
to economic development and were
distributed on several economic sectors,
such as real estate, financial, industrial,
tourism and other sectors, stressing that
Jordan is looking forward to more Iraqi

investments, expanding the existing
investments and establishing fruitful
partnerships that benefit both countries.

The Minister pointed out the most
important reforms that the government
has pursued economically, politically
and administratively to  achieve
comprehensible and sustainable growth
and improve life quality for Jordanian
citizens in order to align with 2033
vision of economic modernization,
which is considered a national roadmap
with ambitious and realistic standards
over the next ten years, indicating that

the investment engine is one of the
most important vision engines, aiming
to stimulate domestic and foreign
investments and enhance the investment
environment in Jordan.

Minister Al-Saqggaf confirmed that the
Ministry of Investment was recently
established to be concerned in the
investment file and to act as the main
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reference for investment in the Kingdom
in order to achieve goals of economic
vision and work on implementing
several initiatives, the most important
of which are; adopting the general
investment policy in the Kingdom and
promotion strategy for (2023 — 2026),
which included the most important
priority sectors and target markets, in
addition to the tools and mechanisms
to promote these sectors, including the
investment map project, in addition to the
forthcoming launching of an electronic
platform for investors (Invest Jo) to act
as the Kingdom promotional tool and as
an investment destination in the Middle
East.

The Investment Minister reviewed
the most important advantages and
incentives included in the Investment
Environment Law and the regulations
and instructions issued accordingly,
along with the most important investment
opportunities in many sectors that are
considered attractive and competitive to
the Iraqi investor.

The Minister referred to the most
prominent investment opportunities
in the Kingdom, especially in the
information technology, tourism, medical
tourism, pharmaceutical industries, life
sciences, health care services, food
industries, clothing, textiles, agriculture,
logistic services, chemicals and fertilizers
sectors.

In turn, Head of Jordan and Amman
Chambers of Commerce, Engineer Fathi
Al-Jaghbir, said that the Forum represents
an important stage in strengthening
the bonds of Jordanian — Iraqi relations
and provides an opportunity for closer
cooperation between the two countries,
expressing pride in the deep historical

relations connecting Jordan and Iraq.

Mr. Al-Jaghbir further added that the two
countries have an opportunity to establish
economic gains and expand the scope of
cooperation in many key sectors such as
energy, industry, education, health care
and infrastructure sectors, indicating
that the Iragi market provides great
opportunities for Jordanian products and
services, just as the Kingdom’s market
provides an opportunity for Iragi products
to expand in these markets.

Mr. Al-Jaghbir called for facilitating
procedures and providing support to
small and medium-sized companies,
as they constitute the backbone of any
economy, pointing out that favorable
policies for modern and appropriate
businesses and legislations are crucial
to the development of a healthy and
prosperous business environment.

He pointed out that Jordanian products
of the have reached over 130 markets
around the world, which is the result of
the ongoing efforts of the hard-working
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Jordanian industrialists to ensure the
quality of their products and maintain
their products’ global reputation.

He explained that the industrial sector
is proud that the Jordanian industrial
specifications keep pace with the
European and American specifications,
which means that products of the
Jordanian industry meet international
quality  standards, making them
competitive in the global markets.

He also pointed out; “We, as a business
community, are committed to working
hard to increase trade and investment
figures between Jordan and Iraq to
enhance understandings, work towards
integrating industries and meeting
industrial requirements in both countries,
and for the two countries’ relations to be
based on a (win-win) principle.

Mr. Al-Jaghbir indicated that Iraq is
considered a significant economic and
trade partner for the Kingdom, stressing
that the Jordanian industrial sector
makes every effort to strengthen the
economic relations, increase exports
and open broad cooperation horizons
and build joint projects.

For his part, President of the Iraqi
Business Council in Amman, Dr. Majid
Saedi, appreciated the great support
provided by Jordan, under the leadership
of His Majesty King Abdullah Il, to Iraq,
investors, business owners and the Iraqi
people.

He further said that the Forum is
considered a new beginning to advance
the economic relations between the
two countries and to build on the
achievements realized considering the
strong relations existing between the two
countries on various levels.

He added that the Iragi Business
Council is exerting efforts to advance
the economic relations between the two
countries to the level that we aspire to
reach, indicating that Iraq is currently
going through circumstances different
than before, as there is now a national
unity government with an ambitious
economic program directed towards
the Arab private sector and the world to
invest in many projects.

Dr. Saedi stressed that the tripartite
initiative  that brings Irag, Jordan
and Egypt together is considered
an important step to invest in the
opportunities available to reach regional
economic integration between the three
countries, emphasizing keenness of
the Iragi Business Council to act as
a link between investors and builds
partnerships between them.

Dr. Saedi pointed out that Irag’s current
year budget focuses on large sectors,
amongst which building one million
residential units and ten thousand
schools, in addition to infrastructure
projects, which opens wide horizons for
Jordanian and Arab companies to invest
in this field.

He called on the Jordanian and
Iragi private sectors to invest in the
opportunities available in the two
countries, stressing that economy is
considered the main supporter of stability,
wellbeing, providing job opportunities
and achieving development.

For his part, Head of the National
Commission for Investment in Iraq, Dr.
Haider Mekkiya, expressed hope that
the coming stage will witness building
genuine economic bridges between
Iraq and Jordan to stimulate investment
between the two neighboring countries,
noting that the state of stability Iraq is
witnessing reflected on the investment
situation.

Dr. Mekkiya said that the Iragi arena
witnesses today the launch of many
investment activities in housing, energy,
agriculture, industry, and infrastructure
sectors.

He stressed that Iraq is embarking on a
significant strategic project represented
by the implementation of a “Development
Road” extending to Jordan and Syria to
promote integration among countries in
the region, indicating that industrial and
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commercial cities will be constructed
on the two sides of the road, which are
currently in the phase of studies and
designs preparation by international
companies.

Dr. Mekkiya called on Jordanian
companies and investors to participate in
the realization of this project.

He pointed to the incentives, benefits, tax
exemptions and guarantees provided by
Iraq to investors with the aim of attracting
them, referring to the most prominent
projects that his country is currently
working on implementing, especially in
the housing sector through construction
of residential cities and the establishment
of “silica” production plant.

On the sidelines of the seminar, bilateral
meeting will be held between the
participants, in addition to an exhibition
for companies to display their products,
services and the development they
reached before a specialized segment
with the aim of opening new distribution
channels to contribute to increasing trade
exchange between the two countries and
expanding the base of goods exchanged
between them.

Session on the Available
Investment Environment, laws
and facilities provided to Iraqi &
Jordanian Investors.

The Investment Minister, Mrs. Khuloud
Al-Saqgqaf confirmed that Jordan is
looks forward to attracting more Iraqgi
investments to the Kingdom, and expand
the existing investments to build fruitful
partnerships that would benefit both
countries.

Minister Al-Saqgaf further said that

Economic

the Iraqgi investments in Jordan, which
amount to nearly $32 billion, contributed
to the economic development, and were
distributed to many economic sectors
such as real estate, financial, industrial,
tourism and other sectors.

During her participation in the session on
the Available Investment Environment,
Laws and Facilities Provided to Iragi and
Jordanian Investors within the sessions
of the “Jordanian — lIragi Finance &
Business Forum organized by the Iraqi
Business Council in Amman under the
slogan “Building Bridges of Common
Prosperity”, Minister Al-Sagqaf pointed
out that the new Investment Environment
Law equates the local and foreign
investor as to rights and duties.

During the session steered by the
President of the Iragi Business Council
in Amman, Dr. Majid Saed, Minister Al-
Saqqaf emphasized that the law, which
was prepared in accordance with the
best international practices, also provides
additional advantages and incentives for
projects, within specific criteria related
to elements including employment,
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employment of women, introduction of
technology and high added value.

Minister Al-Saqgaf indicated that the
completion of the investors’ transactions
and responding to their requests are now
finalized within a period not exceeding
(15) work-days from the date of receiving

the completed application, and in the
event that the authority concerned fails
to respond after the end of this period, it
will be considered as automatic approval
for the finalization of the transaction.

For his part, Head of the Federation
of Arab Businessmen, Mr. Hamdi Al-
Tabbaa, called on the Jordanian — Iraqi
business community to move towards
establishing a specific action time
plan that represent a clear vision of
the priorities of the coming phase and
what both sides wish to achieve in the
economic sectors of priority in order to
realize common interests, and contribute
to strengthening and developing the

economic relations between the two
countries.

Mr. Al-Tabbaa stressed the need on
focusing on the capabilities of the two
countries and the competitive advantages
for common benefit in several sectors
such as; construction and contracts,
tourism and financial sectors, in addition
to the promising projects such as the
electrical interconnection and Basra —
Aqaba Pipeline Projects.

Mr. Al-Tabbaa stressed the need
to move towards identifying the
challenges and obstacles existing
between the two countries, whether
related to customs or non-customs
cooperation, which requires raising the
effectiveness of bilateral negotiations
between both sides, especially those
relating to the importance of speeding
up the implementation of electrical
interconnection, due to its strategic
importance. It is intended to activat the
project early next August with a capacity
of 150 Megawatts in the first phase, 500
Megawatts in the second phase and 900
Megawatts in the third phase.

He pointed out the importance of
accelerating  practical steps and
cooperation to implement the lIraqi
Pipeline Project between Basra and
Agaba, due to its vital importance,
which Project was proposed many years
ago, in addition to expanding the list of
Jordanian goods that are exempted from
customs duties to boost trade exchange
as duties have now reached 30 percent.

Mr. Al-Tabbaa stressed the need for
cooperation to enhance benefiting
from the Greater Arab Free Trade
Area Agreement and Bilateral Trade
Agreement between the two countries,
in addition to facilitating land transport
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operations and discussing challenges
relating to the transport of goods between
the two countries to ensure the flow of
common goods.

He said that the foundation of a successful
economic cooperation between the two
countries stems from strengthening
the role of the private sector, with
effective networking between them to
provide opportunities for establishing
investment and trade partnerships
based on achieving benefits for all
parties, benefitting from the competitive
advantages and realization of economic
integration between the two sides.

The President of Amman and Jordan
Chambers of Industry, Engineer Fathi
Al-Jaghbir, was quoted as saying; “We
seek to build integration with neighboring
Iraq, not based on competition, but

through establishing partnerships in
broad economic sectors, which realize
common interests”.

He stressed that the strong political
relations existing between the two
countries constitute a strong motive
for the establishment of integratory
economic relations.

He pointed out that there is a great
royal interest in the industrial sector to
develop it and reduce costs to boost
its competitiveness locally and abroad,
pointing out the existence of a plan to
deliver natural gas to industrial complexes
and facilitate the procedure relating to
the usage of alternative energy.

Head of the National Committee
for Investment in lIraq, Dr. Haider
Mekkiya, affirmed keenness of the Iraqi
government on providing facilities to
attract Iragi investors, business owners
and experts to return to Iraq and benefit
from opportunities available in several
important strategic sectors.

Dr. Mekkiya pointed out that work is
underway to provide lands to serve as a
‘land bank’ available for investment and
establish projects in many sectors.

For her part, the representative of
the lIragi Planning Minister, Dr. Azhar
Hussein Saleh Al-Rubaie - the Ministry
of Planning Undersecretary, said that the
Ministry is in the process of conducting
a new survey of the population next
October, as part of a government plan
aiming at conducting development
standards in Iraq.

She pointed out the challenges her
country is facing, relating to the inability
of the government sector to absorb more
workers, noting the existence of certain
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legislations supporting and encouraging
young people to work in the private
sector.

Dr. Al-Rubaie emphasized that all
investment elements are available in Iraq,
and called on investors and businessmen
to benefit from such elements and invest
in the opportunities available in Iraq.

The representative of the Iragi Ministry
of Industry & Minerals, Dr. Ammar Al-
Janabi, said; “We have a specific plan to
put the industrial sector back on the right
track”, pointing out that rehabilitating old
plants is not feasible considering the
technological development in this field.

He indicated that the Ministry is keen
on becoming an active and supportive

partner to attract investments in the
industrial sector and enable it to develop
Iraqgi industries.

President of the Iragi and Arab
Contractors Federation, Mr. Ali Al-Sanafi,
pointed out that his country is interested
in attracting Jordanian contracting and
investment companies to operate in
Iraq and contribute to business and
development projects given the wide
expertise the Jordanian contractor
possesses.

He stressed that procedures of the Iraqi
government are smooth and facilities are
provided to advance the development
process and implementation  of
infrastructure projects.

Mr. Al-Sanafi also pointed out that many
Jordanian contracting companies are
currently operating in Iraqg, stressing
the existence of cooperation and
coordination  with  the  Jordanian
Contractors Association to establish
partnerships between companies of
the two countries and export Jordanian
contracts to Irag.

The Managing Director of Al-Junoub
Islamic Bank in lraq, Dr. Mahmoud
Daghir, said that most of Iraqi’'s trade is
funded through private banks, indicating
that there is a vision to merge banks and
increase their capital. He also said that
strong competition exists among lIraqi
banks to finance trade.
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Session on “Investment
in the Transport, Services,
Telecommunications &
Information Technology
Sectors”

During his participation in a session
on “Investment in Transport, Services,
Telecommunications &  Information
Technology Sectors” including the
activities of the “Jordanian — Iraqi Finance
& Business Seminar”, the Director of
Jordan Nationality, Foreigners Affairs
& Investment Directorate of the Interior
Ministry, Dr. Basim Al-Dahamsheh,
affirmed that the Ministry works today
according to a new and comprehensive
approach with regard to issues of
economic concern.

Dr. Al-Dahamsheh was quoted as saying;
“The change in the holistic approach
prompted the Ministry to reconsider
its policies related to comprehensive
national security, economic and social
security in line with the comprehensive
directions and reforms  recently

accomplished by the Kingdom.

Dr. Al-Dahamsheh pointed out that the
economic security is a priority to the
Interior Ministry, therefore, the Ministry
worked on rendering facilities to investors
and business owners, especially Iragis,
stressing that realizing the economic
security requires provision of facilities
to business owners to maintain their
investments in a way that contributes to
providing job opportunities.

He referred to several facilities made
available by the Interior Ministry with
regard to the entry of Arab and foreign
investors to the Kingdom by granting
them a five-year visa and an additional
three-month residence permit.

He indicated that the Ministry allows
those who hold a “Schengen” visa or
a visa issued by the United States of
America to enter the Kingdom without a
prior approval.

He further stressed that the Ministry,

out of its keenness to facilitate the entry
of investors and businessmen to the
Kingdom, started targeting investors
in their own countries to attract and
encourage them to come to Jordan,
given its non-traditional role, which the
Ministry started implementing on the
ground.

He referred to the facilities granted by the
Interior Ministry to Iraqi patients traveling
to Jordan for purposes of treatment
without the need of prior approval,
except for certain cases related to the
ages of some categories, in addition
to communications maintained with
the Jordanian Ambassador to Iraq to
facilitate granting visas to the Iragis who
wish to travel to the Kingdom and grant
approvals electronically.

Dr. Al-Dahamsheh further elaborated
that Jordan and lIraqg have recently
agreed on a package of new decisions
concerning the granting of visas with
the aim of developing the economic and
trade relations between the two countries
based on mutual interest and common
benefit.

Dr. Al-Dahmsheh clarified that the Interior
Ministry maintains constant contact with
the Iraqgi Business Council in Amman to
grant facilities and address the obstacles
relating to the entry of business owners
and investors to Jordan.

He further affirmed that the Interior
Ministry is keen on addressing the
obstacles encountering investors and
extending various facilities that would
facilitate their businesses in the Kingdom
within the applicable controls, due to the
importance of this task in achieving the
desired economic growth.

Inturn, the Vice President and Secretary-
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General of the Iragi Business Council
in Amman, Dr. Saad Naiji, reviewed the

sectors in which Iragi businessmen
mostly invest in the Kingdom; namely
budlings, lands, industry, tourism, banks,
exchange companies, Amman Stock
Market, transit trade, and fixed deposits
with banks for purposes of obtainment of
annual residency permits.

Dr. Naji pointed out that the Council
is always keen on consolidating and
extending bridges of cooperation
between the private sector in both
countries to develop Iraq and Jordan’s
trade exchange, establish common
strategic industries and investments in
many sectors of added value.

Dr. Naji indicated that the Iragi Business
Council is always keen on exerting all
efforts that would support the expansion
of Iragi investments in the Kingdom,
collaborating with various competent
authorities to find solutions and propose
suggestions to overcome difficulties
facing the economic relations of the two

countries and promoting investment and
trade cooperation between them.

Dr. Naji pointed out the importance of the
Council’s positive role in strengthening
the Jordanian — Iragi economic relations,
which are an extension to the fraternal
and strategic relations existing between
the two brotherly countries, pointing
out the endeavors of Iraqi investors to
expand and enhance their investments
in the Kingdom, in a way to contribute to
supporting the Jordanian economy and
originating job opportunities.

In turn, the Director of Digital
Transformation at the Ministry of Digital
Economy & Entrepreneurship, Engineer
Rami Al-Rawashdeh, pointed out that
the Jordanian telecommunications
and information technology sector is
one of the most important economic
sectors, which contributes about 5% to
the national economy, while the rate of
growth reaches 12%.

Al-Rawashdeh

Engineer further

elaborated that digitalization contributes
to improving the services provided to
citizens and eases procedures, pointing
out that all government services will be
converted to electronic services by 2025
according to the vision of economic
modernization and the public sector
modernization map.

Engineer Al-Rawashdeh explained that
Jordanian companies contributed to the
completion of digitalization in many Arab
countries including Iraq, pointing out that
the Kingdom possesses competitive
digital infrastructure that outperforms
many countries.

for his part, Head of Anbar & Salah Al-
Din Chamber of Commerce in Iraq,
Mr. Amer Al-Fahdawi, expressed hope
that the coming phase would witness a
development in the two countries’ trade
exchange, especially after the signing
of several agreements that support this
development.

To that, the CEO of Falcons Software
Group in Jordan and the Arab World,
Engineer Haytham Al-Rawajbeh, said
that the Jordanian telecommunications
and information technology sector
achieved huge successes in the recent
years, thanks to the support and
attention it receives from His Majesty
King Abdullah 1.

Engineer Al- Rawajbeh, who steered
the session, clarified that the Jordanian
companies possess the capabilities and
expertise that qualify them to implement

any projects relating to information
technology sectors, especially the
digitalization  projects, pointing out

that many Jordanian companies are
operating today in the Iragi market.
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Session on “Investing in the
Financial & Banking Sector..

The Director General of the Banks
Association, Dr. Mahir Al-Mahrooq,
affirmed that the Jordanian banks are
present today in five continents in the
world.

During the “Jordanian — Iragi Finance
& Business Forum”, which is organized
by the Iragi Business Council in Amman,
Dr. Al-Mahrooq said that this presence
emphasizes the level of development
that the banking sector has reached in
the Kingdom.

During the session on “Investing in
the Financial and Banking Sector..
Opportunities, Challenges, Experiences
& Success Stories”, Dr. Al-Mahrooq
indicated that the Iragi market is one
of the most important Arab markets for
Jordanian banks, due to the economic
relations and experiences linking the two
countries.

He indicated that the Jordanian
banks operate in Iraq either through
direct ownership in Iragi banks, or
the establishment of branches and
representation offices.

Dr. Al-Mahrooq pointed out many factors
that enhance the Jordanian banking
presence in lIrag, including enhancing
trade, investment, financial stability,
exchange of know-how and expertise
and developing the financial structure.

In turn, the Director General of Banking
Studies in the Central Bank of Iraq,
Dr. Basim Muhammad, said that the
Jordanian — Iragi economic relations
are distinguished, and that the common
interests of the two countries are
constantly evolving to higher levels,
especially in the banking sector.

Dr. Muhammad pointed out that Iraq
is today going through a new phase
of advancement, considering the
state of stability that Iraq witnesses,
which represents an opportunity to
strengthen the economic and investment

cooperation with Jordan.

Dr. Muhammad indicated that, during
the last period, the Central Bank of Iraq
was able to face economic challenges,
through launching initiatives to support
the banking sector to sustain the
financing process the Bank provides to
the economic sectors.

He pointed out that the Central Bank of
Iraq worked on establishing a company
to guarantee deposits, expand financial
inclusion and enhance operations of
electronic payment, in addition to a
tendency to establish a leading bank
to support small and medium-sized
projects.

For his part, the Director General of
Baghdad Bank, Mr. Basil Al-Dahi,
referred to the Bank’s experience as the
first Iraqi private bank, and to the services
it provides to companies and individuals.
The Managing Director ofthe International
Islamic Bank in Iraq, Mrs. Suha Al-
Kafai, drew attention to the new policies
adopted by Iragi banks with regard to
electronic payment operations, facilities
provided to investors, companies and
individuals and finalizing their businesses
smoothly, in line with the directives of the
Iraqi government regarding digitalization.
The Representative of the Iragi Private
Banks Association, Mr. Ali Tariq,
reviewed some of the developments
achieved by the Iragi banking sector in
recent years, noting that deposits in Iraqi
banks increased from 79 trillion ID. in
2018 to 128 trillion ID. last year.

Mr. Tariq also elaborated that there is an
increase in the number of bank accounts
opened with Iragi banks; they increased
from 1.6 million bank accounts in 2018 to
8.7 million accounts during the past year.

The CEO of Jordan Petroleum Refinery
Company, Engineer Abdul Karim Al-
Alaween, confirmed that the Fourth
Expansion Project will enable the refinery
to process 120,000 barrels of Arab light
crude oil per day.

During his participation in the session
on “Investment in the Industrial, Energy,
and Mining Sectors & Real Estate
Development Projects.. Opportunities,
Challenges, Experiences & Success
Stories” that was held on the sidelines of
the Jordanian — Iraqi Finance & business
Forum, Mr. Al-Alaween indicated that the
Project aims to improve the quality of
products, in accordance with the latest
Jordanian and European specifications
to meet the vehicle emissions standards
(Euro 5/V and Euro 6/VI), as well
as promoting energy efficiency and
reducing greenhouse gas emissions as
required and specified in the guidelines
of the Ministry of Environment, the
International Finance Corporation (IFC)
and the Equator Principles.

It is noteworthy that the Forum is
organized by the Iraqgi Business Council
in Amman under the slogan “Building
Bridges of Common Prosperity” with
participation of government officials,
business owners and companies from
both countries.

According to Engineer Al-Alaween, the
Expansion Project aims to improve the
air quality surrounding the refinery and
throughout the Kingdom, enhance water
management, preservation, treatment
and recycling, in addition to switching
to usage of natural gas instead of fuel in
the burners of the refinery furnaces and
steam boilers.

Eng. Al-Alaween pointed out that the
project aims to generate electricity with
high efficiency in the generating power
plant (Combined Cycle) by using natural
gas, generating hydrogen from natural
gas instead of “naphtha” and meet
the Kingdom’'s needs for high-quality
petroleum products at competitive prices,
in addition to improving environmental
performance and energy efficiency of
the existing refining units, which will be
retained after expansion, and conversion
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of high-sulfur heavy fuel oil to lighter,
high-value products such as diesel,
gasoline and jet fuel.

He pointed out the economic benefits
of the project, represented by the works
to be implemented by local contractors,
anticipating the peak of direct monthly
employment of the workforce during
the phase of implementation of the
project to reach 6,500 jobs, while the
average monthly direct employment of
workforce will be 5,000 jobs, in addition
to the quantities of materials that will be
secured from the local market.

Engineer Al-Alaween reviewed the main
phases and completed works related
to the market study to determine the
requirements, as the update took place
last February, in addition to selection
of refining techniques, technology
licensors, preparation of the engineering
design documentation carried out by
the Spanish (Tecnicas Reunidas),
preparation of the project’'s feasibility
study (Bankable Feasibility Study)
through (Tecnicas Reunidas) of Spain,
in addition to selecting the project's

consultants; Financial Consultant (SCB
Bank) Dubai Branch, international Legal
Consultant (Freshfields) of the United
Kingdom, Environmental Consultant
(ECO & WKC), Insurance Consultant
(AON) English company and the Project
Management Consultant (Technip) of the
United Kingdom.

According to Engineer Al-Alaween,
the investor package documents, and
tender documents have been prepared
to design, supply, implement and finance
(EPCF) the Fourth Expansion Project
for the Petroleum Refinery Company in
Zarqa, in addition to the pre-qualification
of (EPCF) consortia and the selection of
the preferred consortium for the Project.

He pointed out that the works needed
to reach the financial closure requires
financial discussions with the preferred
consortium regarding tax and customs
exemptions, negotiations with investors,
and negotiations with export credit
agencies (ECAs) in cooperation with the
preferred coalition and their advisors for
due diligence.

He further pointed out that works include
conducting a due diligence examination
for all aspects of the Project; legal,
environmental, technical, insurance
and other examinations, in addition
to reaching the financial closure that
is expected to be achieved in the last
quarter of this year.

Engr. Al-Alaween indicated that the
Petroleum Refinery implemented three
expansions between 1960 — 1983 to
increase the refining capacity to 50
thousand barrels per day.

He said that after the petroleum
products market in Jordan was opened
to competition in 2013, the Petroleum
Refinery established a subsidiary
company under the name “Jo Petrol”
to perform as a marketing arm for its
products in the local market, while
Jo Petrol Company ranks first in the
Jordanian fuel transport market with 30
million barrels per year.

He further added that the Refinery
owns two other subsidiaries covering
liquified petroleum gas activities with a
market size of 0.5 million tons per year,
in addition to producing and marketing
mineral oils.

According to Engineer Al-Alaween,
the Company’s authorized and paid-
up capital amounted to (100 million JD
(100 million shares, at a value of one JD
per share, while its net profit after tax
last year amounted to 105 million JD,
compared to 52 million JD in 2021.

It is noteworthy that the Petroleum
Refinery, a public shareholding company,
was established in 1956, owns the only
refinery in Jordan and started production
in 1960 with a modest refining capacity of
7,500 barrels per day.

She expressed readiness to present their pioneering experience to Iraq, since it was adopted by the representative of the
United Nations as international role model. For his part, Dr. Saad Naji expressed his support to this initiative and promised to
approach the competent authorities to benefit from this experience. Agreement was also reached to hold a workshop in Jordan
to explain this initiative to parties in Iraq, Jordan and Palestine that are active in this field. At the end of the meeting, the two
parties exchanged thanks for organizing the meeting.

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ARE REGIONAL SUPPLY CHAINS OVERTAKING GLOBAL ONES?

Are regional supply chains overtaking global ones? Dr. Saad Mohsen Naji explores how multinational companies faced
disruptions due to the pandemic and geopolitical conflicts, prompting a reevaluation of global value chains (GVCs).
Economic data doesn’t strongly support increased regionalization yet, but certain sectors may shift towards regional
focus. Economists suggest that decarbonization goals could be advanced through transitioning from globalization to
regionalism.

The OECD defines regional restructuring as relocating activities closer to home, driven by diversification strategies and
external crises. Companies seek diversified production strategies amidst changing global dynamics, emphasizing the
need to fortify supply chains post-pandemic and conflict.

Are regional supply chains replacing global ones? Consequently, supply chains must adapt to consumer demands, now
a dominant force in manufacturing. Customization, proximity, and flexibility in production have heightened logistical
costs, especially with sustainability standards and the imperative to improve working conditions and reduce carbon
footprints, aligning with climates summit objectives.

Advancements in technology, particularly robotics, are enhancing the appeal of regional value chains. McKinsey experts
anticipate that automation, artificial intelligence, and additive manufacturing could decrease global trade in goods by up
to 10% by 2030. However, they suggest reimagining globalization rather than abandoning it, stressing the necessity of
continued global cooperation.

Experts estimate that a significant portion of global GDP, ranging from 10 to 40 percent, relies on connectivity within
the current global supply chain. Solving complex global issues like climate change, health, and security requires
collaboration, not isolation. Looking ahead to 2050, Europe and China could lose 120 million workers from their labor
forces, emphasizing the importance of cooperation and investment, particularly in India and Africa.

Furthermore, industrial labor costs have risen in China, Mexico, and Vietnam but remain substantially lower than in the
United States.

Several examples highlight the significance of global interconnectivity in the current supply chain, with experts suggesting
that 10 to 40 percent of global GDP relies on this connectivity. Furthermore, addressing complex global challenges such
as climate change, health, security, and innovation necessitates collaboration rather than isolation.

Looking ahead to 2050, Europe and China are projected to lose 120 million workers from their labor forces, underscoring
the need for cooperation and investment, particularly in India and Africa. Despite a rise in industrial labor costs in
countries like China, Mexico, and Vietnam, they remain substantially lower than in the United States.

National security concerns regarding the supply of strategic goods, particularly in technology and healthcare, are vital
considerations. This ongoing debate reflects a new blend of globalization and regionalism in supply chain configurations,
highlighting the altered landscape post-pandemic and conflict.

Scientific Integrity.. in a Story

In 1981 in the College of Engineering / University of Baghdad / the Civil Engineering Department, we submitted our
theses to obtain a Master’s Degree in Civil Engineering / Roads Division, and my colleagues theses were discussed
successively.

One of our colleagues, Mr. Muhammad Abdul Hassan, had a story different from the rest of us.

After fully completing his research titled “Stabilizing Soil Using Lime Mortar or Quicklime (CaO)”, chemical tests
showed that the substance the researcher used in the research, which was supposed to be quicklime (CaO), was calcium
hydroxide Ca(OH)2, as both substances had the form of white powder.

My colleagues; Messrs. Nihad Qassem, Hassan and Afif and myself advised Mr. Muhammad to report the incident to the
supervising professor and ask for his opinion on resolving the issue.

At this point, our colleague, Mr. Muhammad Abdul Hassan, informed the supervising professor, the late Dr. Najeh
Muhammad Khalil, that the result of the chemical test showed that the substance was hydrate lime Ca (OH)2 and not
quicklime (Ca0), and therefore asked the professor to amend the title of the thesis to “Stabilizing the Soil Using Hydrate
Lime Ca(OH)2”, but the supervising professor did not approve of the proposal and asked his student to redo his research
using the same material that he was asked to work on in the original thesis, and thus extended the submission period of
the research by 6 months.

Early 1981 we graduated and obtained our Master’s degree, but our colleague, Mr. Muhammad Abdul Hassan, graduated
6 months later.

The story does not end here. The supervising professor, Dr. Najeh Muhammad Khalil, who was President of the
Scientific Research Council, evaluated the scientific integrity of the student and appointed him to work as an engineer in
the Scientific Research Council, an award for his honesty. Six months after working in the Scientific Research Council,
the President of the Scientific Research Council nominated Mr. Muhammad Abdul Hassan for a scholarship in England
to obtain a Doctorate degree as an additional reward for his scientific integrity.

Scientific research has always been associated with scientific integrity, which a researcher must adhere to, as scientific
research without the presence of scientific integrity is pointless in the practical and theoretical aspects to give a scientific
research sobriety and credibility.

Scientific research is very important in the development of industry, agriculture and all other aspects of life.. serving
society and contributing to the development of science in various aspects of life.

Scientific integrity is an ethical principle.. essential for achieving good quality of scientific research and is considered
one of the most important principles involved in scientific research. We are living in such times where scientific theft
has spread greatly in scientific research due to several reasons, including the researcher’s lack of scientific integrity and
negligence to associate the research to its author, or other forms of scientific theft.

Scientific research expresses the researcher’s creativity and efforts.. we are therefore looking forward to our researchers
of master’s and doctorate studies committing themselves to scientific integrity while working on their researches for the
sake of science development.. not to ignore the research work carried out by others.. mentioning its purpose.. dealing
carefully with previous studies.. referring to them in proper footnotes and drafts, which will promote the scientific profile
and sophistication of our scientific institutions and universities and among researchers.
